Complete 26.00 course credit requirements and standards in specific areas, as established by the school board

and to return all materials and pay all fines/charges. Graduates meeting these requirements will be given
their diplomas at commencement. Final transcripts will be mailed.

Please Note: Commencement is a voluntary event in which students may choose to participate. In order to
participate students must have the above tasks completed. Wolf Creek has a zero-tolerance policy for those
who may be smoking, using drugs and/or alcohol. Any student suspected of being impaired will forfeit their
participation in graduation day activities. All facilities, including parking lots, are zoned smoke free, drug free,
alcohol free and weapon free.

Graduates that choose not to participate in graduation ceremony should schedule a time to pick up their
diploma. Campus is open on most Tuesdays this summer. Students short on credits may register for summer
school or the upcoming school year.
